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urban areas, it is also simply not enough just
to switch to low-emission or emission-free
vehicles. Smart cities rely on public transport
as the backbone of urban mobility and, based
on this, are looking for innovative concepts to
increase the efficiency and safety of the trans-
portinfrastructure.

In a “Smart City” transport is viewed as a
socio-technical system based on the needs
of the users, whereby smart mobility deci-
sions should be supported. The shift towards
multimodal lifestyles is an indication of the
readiness for new approaches in the field of
personal mobility, if these are supported by
innovative offers. In the face of an ageing so-
ciety it is also increasingly important to guar-
antee easy access and freedom of barriers in
the transport system. The great challenge
in freight mobility is to reduce the amount of
traffic on urban roads without restricting the
continually increasing goods traffic. Multi-
modal logistic and lower emission control con-
cepts are being developed to this end.

Austria’s industry has developed a high level
of expertise and competitive advantages, par-
ticularly in the field of automotives, rail tech-
nology and intelligent transport systems.
Small and medium-sized companies are pro-
ducing promising and innovative mobility so-
lutions and services, for example to make the
transport system more attractive and improve
accessibility. The transport science sector en-
joys international recognition and shows par-
ticular strengths in the areas of traffic plan-
ning, modelling and simulation, as well as in
socio-scientific mobility and behavioural re-
search. Together these factors constitute a
powerful portfolio of mobility expertise which
means Austrian companies can contribute sig-
nificantly to urban mobility solutions both at
home and abroad.

The Federal Ministry for Transport, Innova-
tion and Technology (bmvit], with its innovation
and technology programmes, has set consid-
erable impulses for innovations in the trans-
port system in the last decades and in doing so
represents an innovation-led transport policy
for the creation of an efficient, safe, environ-
mental-friendly and social transport system.
The challenges faced by the cities are being
addressed with new instrumental tools as
well, for example in setting up urban mobility
laboratories to research and test in practice
new innovations and technologies.
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A smart supply of energy
ensures the quality of life

In 2050 85% of the European population will
live in cities, the energy requirements of which
will continually rise. At the same time, in com-
pliance with the climate objectives set by the
European Council, the next step should be to
reduce the carbon dioxide emissions in the
European Union by a fifth by 2020 compared
to 1990, to increase the energy efficiency by a
fifth and the proportion of renewable energies
to 20%.

In order to ensure the reliable and environ-
mental-friendly supply of energy in growing
cities, and to reach these ambitious goals in
reduction, the existing energy infrastructure
must be reorganized and modernised.

FRESH VIEW
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In this context “Smart Energy” means mini-
mising the consumption through intelligent
and flexible energy and storage systems and
attaining a high as possible proportion of re-
newable energy. The aim is the “zero carbon”
city - a city with neutral carbon dioxide. In
order to achieve this, greater energy efficiency,
a better use of the urban waste heat and a re-
duction of the final energy consumption are
necessary.

For example, a smart urban energy system
uses unwanted excess heat produced by the
city for heating and hot water production or
feeds it back into the district heating system.
A city-wide virtual power station is created
through the sophisticated interplay of nu-
merous power generators and energy storage
units. The dense structure so typical for cities
is made use of in the building sector; improve-
ments result not only from highly efficient in-
dividual buildings, but also through integrated
solutions for blocks of houses, districts or
whole cities.

A particular challenge in European cities is to
rebuild and renovate existing building material
without restricting the inhabitants and taking
historical urban structures into considera-
tion. An example of this is the SINFONIA pro-
ject (“smart initiative of cities fully committed
to invest in advanced large-scaled energy so-
lutions”), which aims to use comprehensive,
integrated and multipliable energy solutions
in medium sized European cities. The cities
of Bolzano (I) and Innsbruck (A) are striving
jointly to save 40-50% of primary energy and to
increase the proportion of renewable energy
by 20%. The goals should be reached through
a series of measures which combine the re-
furbishment of more than 100 000 m? of living
space, the optimisation of the power system
and solutions for heating and cooling networks
in the urban areas (www.sinfonia-smartcities.
eu).

Under the umbrella of the programmes
“Building of Tomorrow”, “Energy Systems
of Tomorrow” and the energy research pro-
gramme of the Climate and Energy Fund, the
Federal Ministry for Transport, Innovation and
Technology has for many years been investing
intensively in innovative energy technology, es-
pecially in the urban sector. Austria therefore
has a very good international reputation in the
fields of solar, wind and environmental energy,
environmental-friendly buildings and smart
energy systems.
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For the inhabitants of a city “Smart Energy”
means above all a higher quality of living as
a conventional energy system based on fossil
fuels can pose a threat to the health of the pop-
ulation in growing metropolises - keyword fine
particulate matter.

Through the intelligent use of above all renew-
able energy sources such as biomass, wind-,
solar-and hydro-power, the production of toxic
emissions can be avoided and the total energy
consumption reduced.

ICT are the foundation of
innovative urban
development

Information and communication technologies
(ICT) are an integral part of everyday life. They
transmit data, control processes and enable
intercommunication. Through their use many
tasks can be completed more smartly.

FRESH VIEW
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As generic technologies they bring about inno-
vation in many areas, make it possible to meet
the challenges facing society and even bring
about changes in people’s behaviour.

A city is a complex organism and therefore
also subject to permanent change. Through
the use of intelligent technologies the quality
of life of its citizens can be increased. On one
hand components in the infrastructure such
as sensors, mobile devices, secure WLAN ,
glass fibre cables and data storage are nec-
essary. On the other hand, easier access and
processing procedures provide new services
in e-government, e-commerce and e-health.
Apps enable targeted use and navigation,
which in turn provide support for infotainment
and tourism.

As part of a public administration set-up, all
citizens will have access to platforms storing
big data which can be used to generate new ap-
plications and business models.

Further sociological developments include the
concentration of the population and as a con-
sequence the growth of the cites, the ageing
society and the inclusion of the population in
decision making processes. Collaborations
in training and further education, as well as
“Citizen Science” are also increasingly sought
after. From atechnical point of view, faster pro-
cessing services will be necessary to handle
the increasing amount of data and to make the
information generally available, while at the
same time guaranteeing data security and the
observance of all ethical aspects.

Miniaturisation and virtualisation increasingly
merge to form augmented reality, which can
already be found today in many planning tools
and simulators. The personalisation of ser-
vices or location-based services in the vicinity
are helpful to individual target groups - specific
needs can be taken into consideration here.
Robots and artificial intelligence can be in-
creasingly used to facilitate people’s activities.

The Federal Ministry for Transport, Innovation
and Technology funds the research programme
“ICT for the Future” with an annual budget of
EUR 20 million. In the four technological areas
of Systems of Systems, Trusted Systems, In-
telligent Systems and Interoperable Systems,
ICT solutions are being constantly developed in
joint cooperation with scientific and industrial
partners and implemented in the respective
fields of application.
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Smart Security
for Smart Cities

The intelligent city offers its inhabitants a
new quality of living, which is characterised
by innovative concepts in the areas of housing
(smart home), energy (smart energyl, public
administration (smart government, e-govern-
ment) and mobility [smart mobility).

Behind the smart city there is an ever-growing
network. Huge amounts of data are generated
in a smart city, transferred and then made
available for new services. The increased net-
working however also makes the modern city
more vulnerable. That is why it is necessary to
protect the intelligent systems from attacks
and the personal data of the citizens from un-
authorised use.

It is a question of guaranteeing security in a
rapidly changing environment. In the interests
of “smart security” a concept is necessary
which can be customised to suit whichever
innovative security solution happens to be re-
quired. Here it is particularly important that
new technologies are socially acceptable and
can be used by the citizens.

The Austrian security research programme
KIRAS is following exactly this approach to
smart security. The compulsory inclusion of
the potential end-users of the new security
technologies ensures that research into the
needs and demand takes place in the early
phases of the project.

Furthermore, through the integration of ex-
perts in the humanities, social and cultural
sciences, KIRAS is a prime example of re-
sponsible technological development. Intel-
ligent solutions to increase the resilience of
the smart city, for example technology for
safer smart grids and the strengthening of the
cyber-infrastructure against unauthorised ac-
cess, are only some examples of KIRAS inno-
vations in the context of a smart city.

Finally, with the KIRAS programme, the Fed-
eral Ministry for Transport, Innovation and
Technology is also supporting the domestic
security industry in that it can maintain its
competitive advantage and generate added
value. The “smart and secure” objective is
therefore not only of benefit to the citizens but
also to Austria as a business location.
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The intelligent city
of the future

Cities are growing all over the world and their
structures are becoming more complex. In
the context of a “smart city”, urban develop-
ment means finding innovative solutions in
numerous areas, for example energy supplies,
the conserving of resources, mobility and in-
formation and communication technologies.
Together all of these new technologies can
significantly increase the quality of living and
make our cities more environmentally friendly
through clever use of our resources.

The Federal Ministry for Transport, Innova-
tion and Technology supports new technolo-
gies which are geared towards the smart city
with several innovation and technology pro-
grammes, e.g. “City of Tomorrow”, in which
the focus is not just on the efficiency of a single
Building but on whole districts. With pro-
grammes such as “Lighthouses in electro-mo-
bility” the bmvit also supports the search for
solutions for the constantly increasing urban
traffic for both individuals and goods. The se-
curity research programme KIRAS finds an-
swers to questions of smart security.

FRESH VIEW
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And last but not least, the project “ICT of the
Future” carries out research into the all-per-
vasive digitalisation of all areas of life. Fur-
thermore the resulting innovations strengthen
the domestic business location as intelligent
answers to urban planning issues are in de-
mand worldwide.

One example of a global project is “United
Smart Cities” which was initiated by the OiER
(Organization for International Economic
Relations] & UNECE (United Nations Eco-
nomic Commission for Europe) and which en-
ables companies to act as exclusive industrial
partner in their specific industrial sector, to
establish strategic partnerships with the cities
and their decision makers, and to play an ad-
visory and leading role in sustainable urban
planning (for more information, please visit
www.unitedsmartcities.com).

Cooperation is the central building block on
the way to a smart city: cooperation between
research institutes, between the population
and the public administration, as well as be-
tween the various aspects of the intelligent
city. The Innovation-promoting public pro-
curement (I0B) plays a significant role here.
In buying as innovative products as possible,
the public authorities can improve not only the
public services and infrastructure for the citi-
zens but also actively support the innovative
development in the cities .

Projects such as “Open Government Data”
contribute just as much to a smart city as a
sophisticated and safe transport system. All
these aspects should be considered in the cre-
ation of urban planning concepts. Smart city
planning takes into account the needs of every-
one who lives in the city without forgetting
about leisure areas and green oases which,
in view of the rising global temperatures, help
to make the climate in the city bearable, es-
pecially in summer, and are also a means of
strengthening the social cohesion.
